farm 

vehicles 

offer 

more 

safety 

equip-

ment, 

but are 

also larger and pose a 

greater danger in a colli-

sion.  

     The average speed of a 

farm vehicle is about 20 to 

25 mph. They can be two 

to three times in height of 

a passenger vehicle and 

weigh up to 40,000 

pounds.  
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     Motorists need to be 

aware of slow moving farm 

vehicles and avoid distract-

ing driving behaviors, such 

as texting. 

    Motorists should 

also slow down while 

traveling through agri-

cultural areas. Make 

sure to keep 3 sec-

onds of distance be-

tween your car and a 

farm vehicle. 

     Always pass a farm ve-

hicle with care where there 

is good visibility.  Make 

sure the farm vehicle isnõt 

swinging wide to make a 

left turn.  

     The biggest piece of 

advice is to be patient 

when you come upon a 

farm vehicle.  

   You can reduce the 

number of unwanted  

sales calls you get by 

signing up for the Nation-

al Do Not Call Registry. 

Itõs free.  

    Visit www.donotcall.gov 

to register your phone 

number. 

     Most legitimate com-

panies don't call if your 

number is on the Regis-

try.  

     If a company is ignor-

ing the Registry, thereõs a 

good chance that itõs a 

scam. If you get these 

calls, hang up and file a 

complaint with the FTC at

     Soak, donõt spray -  Install 

drip-irrigation or soaker hos-

es for more efficient water-

ing in planting beds and be-

neath shrubs and trees.
