When will the Iowa Stored Energy 
Plant be constructed? 
We expect to begin construction on the 
Iowa Stored Energy Plant (ISEP) in 2010, 
with completion in 2014. Algona Municipal 
Utilities will be one of a number of joint 
municipal utility owners. 
 

Will wind energy be delivered to my 
home or business if I  contribute? 
The ISEP will feed power into the overall 
electric system. The electricity flowing to 
your home may not be directly from the 
ISEP, but you’ll know that your contribution 
is supporting renewable generation. 
 

Will power to my home or business 
depend on the wind blowing? 
No, your power will continue uninterrupted. 
 

What will it cost me to support wind 
energy through Green City Energy? 
You can contribute any amount you 
choose. Algona Municipal Utilities will 
use the funds to invest in the ISEP project. 
Your contribution is tax-deductible as a 
charitable contribution to a municipal 
government for a public purpose.
